♦ 1950 the first stockcar race at the Peach Bowl Speedway 
 

♦ 1950 Daytona Speedway – set qualifying record at 116 
MPH in a ’32 Ford 

 

♦ 1950 beat Red Byron at Warner Robins, won the 
Southeastern Championship at Warner Robins Speedway 
running the last 29 laps on 3-wheels, and was track 
Champion at Rome Speedway 

 

♦ 1979 ran last race at Lakewood Speedway 
 

♦ 1940’s through 2000’s raced for more than 50-years
